James Watt

I’ll talk about James Watt, the man who improved the steam engine and gave the industrial revolution great push forward.

He was born the 19th of January 1736 in Greenock nearby Glasgow in Scotland and died the 19th of August 1819.

His father was an engineer and repaired navigation systems.

When James was 19 years old he went to London to learn engineering, but for some reason he went home before his education was complete. When he got home he had very hard to get a job because he hadn’t finished his education. But lucky as he was he got hired on a mathematic engineering university, and therefore had access to a workshop.

Now Watt had come in contact with the academic world and got to know some of the world’s best scientist. When he started to talk to a physicist he tried to find a way and improve the stem engine.

At the time the steam engine was often used to pump up the water in mines. A steam engine works by heating and cooling steam to create a vacuum witch gives a dragging force.
What James Watt found out when he had studied the character of steam was that to make a more efficient steam engine the steam most be as cold as possible and the cylinder it’s led into as hot as possible. 1765 had he found a solution, if the water could become steam on the outside of the engine the cylinder could be heated without heating the steam.
