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· Introduce: 
Misery, by Stephen King, is a horror fiction about an insane woman who lived all alone on a farm in the mountains.
One day Annie Wilkes was down town for shopping. When she heard about a horrible snowstorm was going to pass the mountains, she jumped into her car hoping she would get home before the snowstorm came.
The storm was coming, and on her way home she saw a car upside-down in the snow. She stopped and got out of her car to help the person in the accident.

The man in the accident was Annie’s favorite writer Paul Sheldon.

He was on his way to leave his new book, when the accident happened. He broke both of his legs and needed Annie’s help.

After a while Paul found out how insane this woman was. She used the moments when he felt his horrible pain in his legs and needed the medicine from her.
Annie read the typescript of Paul’s new book Fast Cars, she didn’t like the story and made Paul burn it. If he didn’t, she wouldn’t give him his medicine.

Paul wrote three books of Misery. In Paul’s last book of Misery he wanted the main character Misery of his head so he killed her in the book.
Now Annie also wanted Paul to write a new book of Misery. A book only for Annie and in that book Misery will return to life.

Now Paul has to find out how he should get Misery back to life.

Who knows what Annie has in her mind if he can’t do it…

· The main characters:

Annie is an isolated middle-age woman. She has dark hair and about 1.65-1.70m tall. Annie is a very strong woman.

Everyone thinks she is insane after her mothers dead, they think Annie killed her mother. Annie doesn’t have any friends and no one visit her.
Paul is a rich middle-age man. He has dark hair, he is very thin and about 1.80m tall. Paul is a very nice and kind man. Before he came to Annie, he had a good life with his wife and daughter and a luxurious apartment. He doesn’t really know how he should handle Annie. He doesn’t even know if he ever is going to se his family again.
· The settings:

The story takes place on the winter season. Annie lives on a small farm in the mountains. She has animals and equipment in a barn.

“He looked out on to a small snow-covered farm with a barn for the animals and equipment”.

· When the story takes place:

When Misery published in the 80:s, Stephen King wrote the book in present time. I can’t give any examples from the book because they don’t tell anything about when the story takes place but the most of his books are written in present time.
The story takes place in chronological order, but there are some flashbacks there you can find out for example how Paul had it before he came to Annie.
· The language:

The book is written in mainly formal British English but this book is very easy to understand because the books of Penguin Readers are written in an easy way.
· The book’s style:

I think Stephen King has written Misery on his own fears. The settings in the book are realistic and so are the actions, but he is describing the actions a bit worse than they are in real life.
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
